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Minutes
The Annual General Assembly was attended by 38 individual members, and representatives of 19 institutional members. Alistair Ross [UK] was in the Chair. 

1. Apologies

Apologies for absence were received from Ian Davies [UK], Anne-Marie Van den dries [BE], Iveta Kovalciková [SK].

2. Chair’s remarks

The current Executive members were elected to the Network in Spring 2005 and will serve until the end of September 2008. It was agreed by vote that they would become the Executive of the Association when it came into existence. The Executive of the Association is composed of a President, Past President, President Elect, Treasurer and Secretary. If funding is received for CiCe 4, four new Executive members will be elected to take up their positions from October 2008.

Election of President: one nomination for the post of President for the period 2008-2010 was received by the closing date of 28 February 2007. Christine Roland-Levy (University of Paris Descartes) was declared elected to the post of President Elect (until September 2008), President (from October 2008 – September 2010) and Past President (from October 2010 to September 2012).

3. To adopt the minutes of the Association’s inaugural meeting on 27 May 2006 in Riga as a true record.

The ratification of the Riga minutes was proposed and was agreed unopposed. 

4. To receive the Executive report

The annual report 2006-2007 was presented by the Chair and was accepted by the members present. 

5. To accept the interim report of the treasurer

The Treasurer’s report was accepted by the members present.

6. To receive a report from the Editor of the Association’s journal

A report from Ian Davies, the Editor of the Association’s journal, was circulated at the meeting.

7. To confirm the Executive’s nomination of Julia Spinthourakis to be Secretary of the Association until August 31st 2009 and Anne-Marie Van den dries to be Treasurer of the Association until August 31st 2011. 

The members present confirmed by unanimous vote the Executive’s nomination of Julia Spinthourakis and Anne-Marie Van den dries until August 31st 2009 and 2011 respectively. 

8. To accept the following proposal to amend the Association’s constitution:

To delete Clause 2 and to insert

The Association’s objects are  

(1) to advance the education of the public, in particular but not exclusively those who work with children and young people in education and training in citizenship in a European and World context;

(2) to promote research in citizenship education and identities in a European and World context and to disseminate the useful results of such research for the public benefit.

The proposal to amend the Association’s constitution was passed by unanimous vote, with no votes against or abstentions.

9. To adopt the Memorandum and Articles of Association necessary to form a Company Limited by Guarantee and to register as a Charity.

The proposal to adopt the Memorandum and Articles of Association necessary to form a Company Limited by Guarantee and to register as a Charity was passed by unanimous vote, with no votes against or abstentions. 

10. To discuss the proposed programme for the Association for 2007-2008:

Association 2007-08: Executive Proposals

1. To complete the process of forming a Company Limited by Guarantee and Registration as a Charity under English law

Outcome: Proposal 1 agreed.

2. To draw up proposals for CiCe4 Thematic Network, under the Commission’s Life Long Learning Programme (2008-2011), to be submitted by London Metropolitan University as the Contracting Institution

Outcome: Proposal 2 agreed. Aspects of the proposal were discussed; particularly regarding the focus/direction of CiCe4 and the target group. The Executive welcome further comments on the proposals outlined, please email cice@londonmet.ac.uk. 

3. To hold elections for the position of President 2010-12 (also to be President Elect 2008–10 and Past President 2012-14)

Outcome: Proposal 3 agreed. 

4. To hold elections for four members of the Executive, to hold office 2008-2011, provided that the Thematic Network proposal be accepted by the Commission 

Outcome: Proposal 4 agreed.

5. To prepare and audit annual accounts for the first year of the Association (Sept 2006-Aug 2007)

Outcome: Proposal 5 agreed. 

6. To extend and develop the Association’s membership

Outcome: Proposal 6 agreed. The Executive confirmed that the Association’s articles don’t prescribe the membership in terms of which institutions can join; however the object clauses pertain to HE institutions. Other institutions may join the Association if they subscribe to the Association’s objectives. 

The dissociation between the Network and the Association was clarified.

7. To work with our partners in the development of the Association’s Journal

Outcome: Proposal 7 agreed. The Chair reported that in future we hope to develop a relationship with a commercial publisher, which would assist in the distribution and would provide additional subscribers. Increasing the size of the Association’s membership will increase the viability of the journal with a publisher. 

8. To develop the Association’s Website, linking this to the Thematic Network website

Outcome: Proposal 8 agreed. Soren Hegstrup (Executive member) reported that the Association has purchased a domain name www.cicea.eu and a site will soon be developed. Members were asked to make a link from their own websites to the Association’s website.

9. To identify opportunities to liaise and work with other European Associations with similar interests and objectives

Outcome: The proposal to remove the word ‘European’ was agreed. Therefore the members present agreed to the following: To identify opportunities to liaise and work with other Associations with similar interests and objectives. 

The Executive asked for assistance from members to identify associations that the CiCe Association could approach. Please email suggestions to the Association’s Secretary, Julie Spinthourakis.

10. To convene the 2008 Annual General Assembly of the Association in May 2008, and to report to the membership.

Outcome: Proposal 10 agreed. The Annual General Assembly will be held at Istanbul University, Turkey on 31 May 2008.

11. Any Other Business
