2.2 Chair’s Announcements

2.4 Bank account and charity registration

2.4.1
Bank account

This proved rather difficult to set up and required additional information and certification of documents. We have now received confirmation that the account has been set up with AR, JS and AMVdD as signatories. We are now in a position to accept members.

2.4.2
Charity registration

We were delayed in completing the registration documents, as we could not submit them until we had the bank account details. The forms were submitted on 16 Oct 2006 and we hope that CiCea will be registered by the end of the year.

2.5 Call for members

2.5.1 Members

We hope that people will join as individual members and will also encourage their institutions to join. We have sent electronic and hard copies of the call for members forms to all members of the CiCe network, inviting their applications and asking them to encourage their colleagues to join. We are giving institutions the opportunity to have a library copy of the journal by including room for an additional postage address on the membership form.

2.5.2 Membership subscription

The cost of individual membership is based on the net total annual salary of the potential member (not gross salary or amount including employer contributions); we will amend the forms to make this clear. We will also indicate that this is a minimum level of contribution and members are free to contribute more if they wish.

The institutional membership subscription is based on the GDP of the country in which the institution is based.

We agreed that we will not have pro rata or discounted membership rates for those joining later in the year; the CiCea year runs from 1st September to 31st August each year.

Before the start of the next year we will investigate the possibility of payment by direct debit or standing order.

2.5.3 Trentham books and CiCe conference proceedings

As an incentive for joining we are offering free copies of the Trentham 1&2 books while stocks last. One copy of each will be given to each individual member and two copies of each to each institutional member. We are also offering copies of the CiCe Conference Proceedings for the cost of postage, while stocks last.

2.6 Elections

We agreed that, although the Association was set up later than we originally planned, we will keep to the original timescale for elections (providing there is an adequate number of members at this point). Therefore the electoral role will be determined by membership on 31st December 2006. This will also be the latest date that nominations for President can be received. 

We will review the number of members on 30th November 2006 and at this point a decision will be made as to whether to change the timescale.

2.7 Journal

After discussion with Ian Davies we learned that the title of the journal couldn’t be changed as the title was already altered for the July 2006 issue. The title of the journal therefore remains as: Citizenship Teaching and Learning (please see: www.citized.info). 

It was agreed that this will be a joint CitizED and CiCea journal and will carry both our logos on the front cover. The journal is currently published twice a year but we suspect that in the near future this will increase to three times a year. It has been agreed that CitizED will cover the administrative costs and CiCea will cover the printing costs (these costs will be covered by membership subscriptions). The journal will be distributed in hard copy to members of CitizED and CiCea, contributors and the editorial board. We will not be offering off-prints.
