Chair’s Announcements

There were no announcements from the Chair.

4.3
Minutes of the 3rd CiCea meeting in London and matters arising
The minutes of the third meeting of the Association Executive were accepted as a true record of the meeting held in London on the 1-3 February 2007.
There were no matters arising that were not to be dealt with on the agenda of the current meeting. 

4.4
Agenda for Annual General Assembly, Montpellier May 2007 

The notice and agenda for the Annual General Assembly has been circulated to all Association members. Ten Executive proposals will be put to the meeting members for discussion. Agreed that the Chair will make clear that should funding be obtained for CiCe4 the CiCe Association will propose four more elected members for membership of the Executive. The members will be selected following an election process in which only CiCe Association members will be able to stand as nominees and vote.

4.5
Consider & sign the revised articles of association
The Executive agreed and signed the Memorandum of Association, Articles of Association and the Company Registration form. These were witnessed by the Minutes Secretary. 
4.6
Registration
Once signed by a Commissioner for Oaths/Notary Public/Justice of the Peace/Solicitor, the signed Company Registration form and documents will be submitted to Companies House, together with a letter to the Secretary of State to request permission to use ‘Association’ and ‘European’ in our title.

4.7
Membership
The position on 11 May 2007 was that we had 55 individual members, from 20 different countries, and 24 institutional members from 15 different countries. The stock of the current year’s journal has been fully used so the Chair proposed, and the Executive agreed, that anyone joining between now and the end of August would have their membership period extended to the end of August 2008. 
The Executive agreed that, although this position is encouraging, the Association needs more members, particularly institutional members. Ideally there would also be a wider range of countries represented. 

4.8
Elections
One nomination was received for the post of President for the period 2008-2010. Christine Roland-Levy (University of Paris Descartes, France) was declared elected to the post of President elect (from March 2007 to September 2008), President (from October 2008 to September 2010) and Past President (October 2010 to September 2012).

4.9
Journal

The Chair has been approached by CitizED to formalise the journal arrangements between CitizED and CiCe. This will be discussed with Ian Davies, journal editor.

4.10
Any other business

Website – the Executive agreed on the domain name ‘www.cicea.eu’, which was found to be available during the course of the meeting. The Executive agreed that the purchase of this domain name should go ahead. The Executive agreed that the CiCe Association should have an independent website linked to, but not hosted by, other institutions websites. Before the website is established, issues of publishing, maintenance and accessibility need to be explored.
