Project approved by the European Commission includes Cicea members

COPORE (COmpetences for POverty REduction) is a
consortium of health, social and educational networks
that presented to the European Commission
successfully an ERASMUS Accompanying Measures
Project within the framework of the European Year
2010, combating poverty and social exclusion. It will
be managed by ENOTHE, the European Thematic
Network of Occupational Therapy in Higher
Education.

The COPORE project aims to define competences and recommendations for
health, education and social work students and practitioners on how to contribute to
poverty reduction strategies. The project aims to bring together all major actors in the
field, identify good practices, and develop a common language on social determinants
of health and indicators of poverty. The project aims to select existing good practices
in the field of interdisciplinary community care, and invites students to develop
interdisciplinary projects on poverty reduction in collaboration with disadvantaged
groups from local communities.

Working groups will prepare strategic papers on themes including community
development and client participation, competences for monitoring social
determinants of health, interdisciplinary approaches, preventive and outreaching
approaches, and multidisciplinary education with regard to poverty reduction.
