The CiCea awards for the best publications of the year

1. Purposes

1.1. An annual award is made by the Children’s Identity and Citizenship European Association (CiCea) for 

1.1.1. the best research publication and

1.1.2. the best practice publication of the year 

in the field of citizenship education and identity related to children and young people.

1.2. The purposes of these awards are to 

1.2.1. to identify and promote excellence in publication in the field

1.2.2. to note and commend the quality of publication by members of the Association.

2. Eligibility
2.1. Publications submitted must 

2.1.1. Make a contribution to the field of citizenship and identity related to children and young people.

2.1.2. Be in either print or e-format, as a journal article, book, chapter, or any other form of publication.

2.1.3. If possible, be submitted in English; if not in English then it must be accompanied with an abstract in English of between 1500 and 2500 words.

2.1.4. Either be 

2.1.4.1. the sole authored work of a member or members of the Association (who is/are in fully paid up membership for the year in question on date of submission; such membership including all employees of intuitions that are Institutional members of the Association); or 

2.1.4.2. a co-authored or multi-authored work, where at least one of the named authors is a member of the Association (as specified above) and submits a statement that they have made a substantial contribution to the work.

2.1.5. Have an imprint date of the year for which the award is being made (irrespective of any different actual date of publication)

2.1.6. Be submitted in the appropriate format and through the specified process.

2.2. The Nominee must not be

2.2.1. A current member of the CiCea Executive Committee

2.2.2. A member of any publications award committee that might be appointed by the Executive Committee in respect of this award

2.2.3. Have received the award for any of the five years preceding the date for which the award in made.

2.3. Nominations must be made (in the appropriate format and through the specified process) by any member of the Association (who is in fully paid up membership for the year in question on date of submission; such membership including all employees of intuitions that are Institutional members of the Association).

2.4. Nominations may be made by the author of the work submitted (but if so, maintaining their anonymity as the author), or by a member of the Executive Committee, or by any member of an publications award committee.

3. The Nomination process

3.1. Nominations must be made on the appropriate form of the Association (se below), and shall include the name, address, e-mail contact and details of any institutional affiliation of the nominator.

3.2. The nomination paper must have attached to it a statement (not exceeding 300 words) setting out why the nomination is being made, and drawing attention to significant and distinctive features that might qualify it for an award. However, the submitted publication must be made anonymous, and the statement of support must not in any way compromise the anonymity of the submission.  The nominator must indicate that he or she has obtained the permission of the author(s) to submit the work for the award.

3.3. The nomination paper shall indicate the category of award for which the submission is made: either as

3.3.1. A research publication (primarily based on research made by the authors, but normally also with references to the implications of the work for practice)

3.3.2. A practice publication (primarily relating to the analysis, evaluation or development of teaching and/or learning, but normally also with references to appropriate research contributions in the field).

3.4. An anonymised version of the work submitted must be submitted in an electronic copy format, care being taken to remove any indication of the authorship of the work, as far as is practically possible.

3.5. At the same time as the nomination paper and anonymised copy are submitted, a copy of the original publication must be submitted in hard copy format, in which all publication data is included, including the names of the author(s).  This must be submitted, with the name, address, e-mail contact and details of any institutional affiliation of the author or authors.  These items will be submitted in a sealed envelope, which the nominator will sign over the seal.  The Executive Committee will nominate a person not involved in the publications award process to check the eligibility of the submission (including the membership status of the author(s) and the date of publication) before the anonymised submission is passed to the Executive Committee or any publications award committee.

4. The Publications award Process 

4.1. The Executive Committee will nominate an publications award committee, which may contain some or all members of the Executive Committee.

4.2. The publications award committee shall prepare and announce a shortlist of works in each category (not exceeding six).

4.3. The publications award committee will decide on which work will be given the award in each category, by such a date that the winner(s) can be announced at the Association’s Annual General Assembly.

4.4. The publications award committee may decline to make an award or awards if they see fit.
