Minutes
The Annual General Assembly was attended by 28 individual members and representatives of 14 institutional members. Christine Roland Levy [FR] was in the Chair. 

1. Apologies

Apologies for absence were received from Ian Davies [UK], Julia Spinthourakis [EL].

2. Chair’s remarks

There were no remarks from the Chair.

3. To adopt the minutes of the Annual General Assembly on 31 May 2008 in Istanbul as a true record.

The ratification of the minutes from the AGA held in Istanbul was proposed by Panayota Papoulia Tzelepi (EL), seconded by Wolfgang Berg (DE) and was agreed unopposed. The minutes will be signed as a correct record of the meeting.

4. To receive the Executive report

The annual report 2008-2009 was presented by the Chair. Approval of the report was proposed by Madga Danciu (RO) and seconded by Panayota Papoulia Tzelepi (EL) and was accepted by the members present. Since the report was printed the Executive Committee have held one further meeting. 

5. To accept the Treasurer’s report

The Treasurer’s report was presented by Anne Marie Van den dries. Approval of the report was proposed by Cathie Holden (UK) and seconded by Marta Fulop (HU) and was accepted by the members present.

6. To receive a report from the Editor of the Association’s journal

A report from Ian Davies (UK), the Editor of the Association’s journal, was presented at the meeting by Alistair Ross (UK) and is presented below:

Citizenship Teaching and Learning. Report to 2009 CiCea annual general meeting.

Since the 2008 annual general meeting there have been a number of very positive developments in relation to the Journal.

Volume 4 Number 1 was published in July 2008 with articles from authors based in the UK, Japan, Canada and Pakistan.

Volume 4 Number 2 was published in December 2008. This was a special issue on ‘young people’s voice on civic and global issues’ guest edited by Cathie Holden. Work included in that issue was drawn from Kyrgyzstan,

South Africa, Korea, Spain, Pakistan, Hong Kong and the UK.

Volume 5 Number 1 is in preparation and will be published in June 2008 with articles that explore issues by authors based in Australia, Hong Kong, England, Malaysia, Singapore and Germany.

Volume 5 Number 2 will be a special Canadian issue guest edited by Alan Sears of University of New Brunswick.

From the summer of 2010 we will move to a new publishing arrangement. Intellect is a small but active and respected academic publisher with more than 20 years experience. 

In the new publishing arrangement there will be an Editor (Ian), and two deputy editors - one will be a Canadian, Alan Sears, and the other a European to be nominated by CiCea. The director of citizED and the CiCea president will be ex-officio members of the editorial board. The role of book reviews editor will continue to be very important. With the agreement of Mark Evans who has done a splendid job as book reviews editor since the beginning of the journal, we will ensure greater global coverage by searching for someone who is not from one of the regions already represented in the roles of editor and deputy editors. The roles of editors and deputy editors will be limited by specific time periods.

The details of the above will be considered by the next meeting of the editorial committee (at the Hong Kong citizED conference in June 2009).

I anticipate a significant level of international attention and this will apply particularly for the first issue published by Intellect. In that first issue it is anticipated that there will be articles by well regarded academics from the

USA, Canada, Africa, Australia and Hong Kong with a wide publicity campaign.

It is anticipated that there will be a special European issue led by CiCea in December 2010. I will welcome guidance on that matter from CiCea. There has been a great deal of successful work by CiCea this year for which I am very grateful.

7. To confirm the Executive’s nomination of a Secretary to the Association, to replace Susana Gonçalves for the coming period of office (to September 30th 2012). 
The members present confirmed by unanimous vote the Executive’s nomination of Susana Gonçalves to the position of Secretary from 1 October 2009 to 30 September 2012.

8.  To discuss the proposed programme for the Association for 2008-2009:

Association 2009-10: Executive Proposals

1. To extend and develop the Association’s membership 

Outcome: Proposal 1 agreed. Members are encouraged to consider ways in which CiCea can be publicised and new members recruited.

2. To clarify the role of the Association in connection with CiCe4 Thematic Network.

Outcome: Proposal 2 agreed. Clarification was provided on CiCea membership, which unlike CiCe is open to all. Teachers, students, other people working in education, citizenship etc are all very welcome to join CiCea. 

3. To work with our partners in the improvement of the Association’s journal

Outcome: From summer 2010 the journal will be published by an academic publisher, Intellect. One of the deputy editors will be nominated by CiCea and the CiCea president will be ex-officio member of the editorial board (see Item 6: Report from the Editor of the Association’s Journal for further details).

4. To develop the Association’s website 

Outcome: Proposal 4 agreed. Members present at the meeting agreed that a list of members and their contact details/research interests should be made available via the website (permission was obtained from those present at the meeting and will be sought from members who were unable to attend).

5. To develop our specific Association Newsletter

Outcome: Proposal 5 agreed. Susana Goncalves made a presentation on the CiCea newsletter and plans/timetable for future issues.   

6. To define different activities in order to increase the research visibility of the Association.

a. To provide more attractive research grants (and to advertise them widely)

b. To find other specific research activities

Outcome: Proposal 6 agreed. The members present at the meeting agreed to the proposal of establishing a CiCea Research Centre Network. The proposal is to offer CiCea members (individual and institutional) the opportunity to book some research facilities at a CiCea ‘centre’. The purpose is to (a) allow an individual or group to meet in a particular location for a team meeting on research or study; (b) to allow an individual or group to conduct research or study in the location (a fieldwork base). To start with there will be research centres available in 7 or 8 different countries (with expansion as required after an assessment of use/ demand). 

7. To organise an election for the Association President, to take office as President from Oct 1st 2012 and serve to September 30th 2014; and to join the Executive as President-elect from October 1st 2010, and as past president from Oct 2014 to September 2016.

Outcome: Proposal 7 agreed. 

8. To prepare and audit annual accounts for the third year of the Association (October 2009-September 2010).

Outcome: Proposal 8 agreed. 

9. To convene the 2010 Annual General Assembly of the Association in May 2010, Universitat Autònoma de Barcelona, Spain, and to report to the members

Outcome: Proposal 9 agreed.

9.  Any Other Business

To confirm the Executive’s proposal that Peter Cunningham (UK) should be elected as a Trustee of the Charity and a Director of the Company to facilitate administrative arrangements in the UK where the Company and Charity are registered. 

The members present confirmed by unanimous vote the Executive’s proposal that Peter Cunningham be made a Trustee of the Charity and Director of the Company.
