Minutes
The Annual General Assembly was attended by 35 individual members and representatives of 18 institutional members. Alistair Ross [UK] was in the Chair. 

1. Apologies

Apologies for absence were received from Ian Davies [UK], Soren Hegstrup [DK].

2. Chair’s remarks

There were no remarks from the Chair.

3. To adopt the minutes of the Association’s inaugural meeting on 26 May 2007 in Montpellier as a true record.

The ratification of the Montpellier minutes was proposed and was agreed unopposed. The minutes will be signed as a correct record of the meeting.

4. To receive the Executive report

The annual report 2007-2008 was presented by the Chair and was accepted by the members present. Since the report was printed the Executive Committee have held one further meeting. 

5. To accept the Treasurer’s report

The Treasurer’s report was presented to and accepted by the members present.

6. To receive a report from the Editor of the Association’s journal

A report from Ian Davies, the Editor of the Association’s journal, was presented at the meeting by Julia Spinthourakis.

Chris Gifford (UK) asked whether an academic publisher for the journal had been considered (an academic publisher would assist in distribution and provide additional subscribers).  The Chair reported that extensive enquiries had been made before the launch.  It is hoped that an academic publisher can be approached in future when CiCea has a substantial subscription base. 

Cathie Holden (UK) will guest edit the next edition of the journal on ‘Children’s Voice’. Members are invited to contact Ian Davies directly if they would like to discuss the possibility of guest editing.

7. To confirm the Executive’s nomination of a new secretary to the Association to replace Julia Spinthourakis for the remainder of her period in office (to 30 September 2009).

The members present confirmed by unanimous vote the Executive’s nomination of Susana Gonçalves to the position of Secretary from 1 October 2008 to 30 September 2009.

8.  To discuss the proposed programme for the Association for 2008-2009:

Association 2008-09: Executive Proposals

1. To extend and develop the Association’s membership is our main goal; the other proposals are aiming at supporting this strategic goal.
Outcome: Proposal 1 agreed. Members are encouraged to consider ways in which they can publicise CiCea within their own institutions.

2. To clarify the role of the Association in connection with CiCe4 Thematic Network.

Outcome: Proposal 2 agreed.

3. To identify opportunities to liaise and work with other Associations with similar interests and objectives

Outcome: Proposal 3 agreed. Members will be asked to provide lists of the associations to which they belong and the dates of key meetings/conferences.

4. To work with our partners in the improvement of the Association’s journal 

Outcome: Proposal 4 agreed. Agreed that the Executive will discuss the possibility of including more CiCea members on the journal’s editorial board. 

5. To improve and develop the Association’s website

Outcome: Proposal 5 agreed. Members were asked to add a link to the CiCea website from their departmental/personal webpage or their email signature, where possible.

6. To provide a specific Association newsletter centred on both fundamental and applied research

Outcome: Proposal 6 agreed. The first issue of the CiCea journal will be circulated in October 2008.

7. To define different activities in order to increase the research visibility of the Association:

a. To provide more attractive research grants (and to advertise them widely)

b. To create a European research structure for the Association: European Centre for Research on Identity & Citizenship

Outcome: Proposal 7a agreed. Research grants will be more widely advertised and made more visible to promote CiCea and encourage new members. Proposal 7b agreed in principle but there will need to be further consideration/discussion of costs and possible location. 

8. To prepare and audit annual accounts for the third year of the Association (October 2008-September 2009).

Outcome: Proposal 8 agreed. 

9. To convene the 2009 Annual General Assembly of the Association in May 2009, at Malmo University, Sweden, and to report to the members

Outcome: Proposal 9 agreed.
