Chair’s Announcements

11.3
Minutes of the 10th CiCea meeting in Oradea and matters arising

The minutes of the tenth meeting of the Association Executive were accepted as a true record of the meeting held in Oradea in Oct 2008.

Update on end of year report/accounts

AR + IPSE have been in touch with the accountant, C.Charles & Co., to ensure the reporting requirements are met. 

11.5
Contract with IPSE/administrative support

AR, as Director of IPSE, and CRL, as President of CiCea, have drawn up an agreement between IPSE and CICea by which the Institute contracts to provide core administrative functions for CiCea in the administration and management of its activities. A list of activities, an estimate of the time required to undertake these and the cost involved was incorporated into the contract which was signed and dated by both parties at the meeting. 

11.6
Research Centre

No update on the research centre was made at this meeting. This item will be carried over to the Malmo meeting agenda.

11.7
Membership

To date there are 62 individual members who have renewed their membership (including 22 from Romania) and 23 institutional members who have renewed their membership. 

All previous members who have not yet renewed their membership were emailed in January 2009 with a reminder and to let them know that the next issue of Citizenship Teaching and Learning was ready to be posted on receipt of membership renewal.

At present there are fewer members than last year. The EC members are asked to take the following action:

(1) Each member of the EC to contact 5 potential new members outside CiCe to invite them to join CiCea

(2) EC members to approach CiCe members that they know well to encourage them to join CiCea. (Potential new members could also be approached via CiCe NC’s?)

(3) EC members to approach ex-partners of CiCe to invite to join CiCea.

(4) CRL will write to all CiCea members to ask for potential contacts; each individual/institute named will then receive a personal letter from CRL as President containing an invitation to join CiCea. 

(5) CRL (with PC/AR) to draft text for invitation to outline what CiCea is and the advantages of membership (printed copy of journal, research grant, special activities e.g school visits, research centre?, selecting best papers from conference for publication in a book?).

(6) CiCe newsletter to be sent with a flyer/leaflet advertising CiCea (to include information about CiCea, the cost of membership, the benefits of membership, contact/joining details).

An item will be included on the AGA Malmo agenda to ask members what they would like from membership of CiCea. 

11.8
Financial situation

At present the financial situation is very tight as we do not have as many members as we would like to have. The budget will have to be carefully monitored during the year with consideration to how much money will be available for the research grant award.

Newsletter

The next issue will be circulated in February 2009, the deadline for copy to be sent to SG is 13 February. The new issue will include:

It was agreed that the newsletter will be emailed to previous members who haven’t yet renewed their membership (although hard copies of the journal will only be sent to members who have renewed their membership).

11.10
Website

AR will publish details of the research grant competition. Details of the AGA (agenda, papers etc) will need to be made available on the website in March 2009. It was agreed that past CiCea newsletters will be made available on the website as the next issue is made available (e.g. the October 2008 issue will be made available on the website when the February 2009 issue is circulated to members). 

11.11 Journal

Ian Davies/James Arthur from CitizED have been in discussion with a potential publisher for Citizenship Teaching & Learning, Intellect. The proposal would mean the first issue was published by Intellect in May 2010 and the journal would be published 3 times per year from 2011.

AR is meeting with ID and JA on Tue 3 February and will make the following proposals on behalf of the EC:

(1) Propose that the title be changed to make it broader. The EC’s first choice for a new title is ‘Citizenship & Society’ with two further options being ‘Citizenship, Teaching, Learning & Society’ and Citizenship, Research, Teaching & Learning’.

(2) Propose that in due course the editorial board is broadened to include continental European members from CiCea. One suggestion is that the President of CiCea is automatically made a member of the Editorial Board. [At present there are gaps in the Ed. Board in S.America and Africa].

(3) Agreement of visibility/recognition of CiCea (logo & acknowledgement within journal etc). 

The EC agreed that the minimum requirement is the visibility/recognition of CiCea.

AR will also discuss the contractual arrangements e.g. will CiCea be named in the contract with Intellect or will CitizED hold the contract with Intellect and CiCea have a separate contract with CitizED?
