7.3
Minutes of the 6th CiCea meeting in Malta and matters arising
The minutes of the fifth meeting of the Association Executive were accepted as a true record of the meeting held in Malta on the 22-23 June 2007.

7.4
Elections
One nomination for the position of President Elect has been received from Julia Spinthourakis. The online election is currently underway and voting will close on 4 February 2008 at 12 noon (London time). 

JS is currently secretary for a two-year term (2007-09) so if elected the post of secretary will be vacant for the year 2008-09. The Executive agreed that should JS be elected to the position of President Elect the Executive will recommend a replacement secretary (by name) to the Annual General Assembly in May 2008. The decision of who will be recommended will be deferred until after the Executive elections and will therefore take place at the meeting in Istanbul. This will permit the Executive to ascertain the feeling of the membership in the elections and therefore act in the members best interests when making its recommendation.

Executive elections
Nomination forms for the Executive positions are available on the web and will be circulated by email to all Association members. Information will also be made available in the January 2008 Network newsletter.

We will open nominations for four Executive Committee members: one scientific and publications officer three other executive members on 25 February 2008. Those elected will only take office if the CiCe 4 bid is accepted by the European Commission.  Candidates may stand for BOTH the scientific and publications officer post AND the executive member post, but will only be elected on one post.  Nominees should provide a written manifesto of no more than 450 words, which will be circulated to voters. Nominations close on 31 March 2008 at 12.00 noon London time. All who are members by that day will be entitled to vote.
  

Electronic voting forms will be sent to Individual members and the Coordinators of Institutional Members by 7 April 2008.  Institutional member votes are worth 10 votes, Individual member votes are worth 1 vote. Voting will close on 28 April 2008 at 12 noon London time. The four elected members will be from four different countries (i.e. the first person elected from a particular country will disqualify any other nominees from the same country). The votes for the scientific and publications office will be counted first and this post filled before the votes for the other 3 positions are counted.
7.5
Research competition
The deadline for the research competition is 31 March 2008; no enquiries or applications have been received to date. It was agreed that the number of Association members involved be reduced from 4 to 3. It will also be made clear that the grant may be used to supplement other awards/grants. The research grant will be advertised in the January 2008 newsletter and an application form will be emailed to all CiCe Association and CiCe Network members. The notes to accompany the application are as follows:
1 The Association is inviting applications from groups of members for research support.  The Executive hope to make at least one award of Euros 1,500 in May 2008.

2 Applications should be made on the form below, and e-mailed to the Association office (cicea@londonmet.ac.uk) by 31st March 2008.

3 The application must be made by a group of at least THREE Association members, from different institutions.

4 The grant may be used to supplement other awards and grants, but must clearly specify in such cases persons how the award will add to the overall project.

5 The project proposed should be completed within 18 months. It must start by October 1st 2008 (and therefore should end by March 2010).

6 The support of the Association must be acknowledged in all reports, articles, etc., resulting from the project.  The Association will also require a short report at the end of the project.

7 The money may be used for any purpose that will support the project, but a proposed budget must be submitted with the application, and the expenditure reported on, with the report, at the end of the project.

8 The application should outline the project, give an indicative timetable, an indicative budget, and should not exceed 4 pages.

9 The Executive hope to make their decision known by the end of May 2008.  They reserve the right to make no award, offer a part award, or make more than one award.
7.6
Malta research centre
The Executive discussed the proposal of the possibility of having a CiCea research centre in Malta at the Gozo campus of Malta University. It was concluded that the proposal will not be taken forward at present but the possibility of a research centre or reciprocal research visits between CiCea members may be revisited at a later date. 
7.7
Membership
The current membership comprises 23 Institutional members and 70 Individual members, which is very similar to the number of members in the previous year. Although some new members have joined in this period some previous members have failed to renew their membership.
The President asked each Executive member to try to recruit 4 or 5 new members (Institutional or Individual).

7.8
Annual General Assembly – Istanbul May 2008
Papers for the AGA have to be circulated to all members 2 months in advance of the meeting (mid-March). The annual report will contain a report of the previous year (Oct 2006 to Sept 2007) and plans for the coming year.

Website

Journal

7.11 AOB

It was agreed that the Association should produce its own electronic newsletter. Executive members will take responsibility for different sections of the newsletter (not necessarily writing for these sections but finding member contributions for these sections etc). The newsletter will be made available as a pdf on the CiCea website and will also be emailed to all members (with a link to the website). It was agreed that the newsletter will be published 4 times per year (every 3 months) with the first issue being published in time for the conference in Istanbul, May 2008.
